This course will be taught using English and will consist of both international
students and Japanese students. Course content will be adjusted to increase
class comprehension for non-native English speakers.

Overview and
Goals

As the third largest of Japan’s 47 prefectures, little was known about the
Fukushima region to the world prior to the March 11th disasters. Yet
Fukushima has historically held a significant role in shaping modern and
contemporary Japan. By providing a detailed explanation of the history of
Fukushima Prefecture and a historical context to the backdrop of life in
Tohoku Japan, this course will help international students better understand
and appreciate current news and events related to the Fukushima region.

This course is a two-term course. Term two (October-February) will focus on
the post-disaster history of Fukushima (2011-2021), and aim to provide
students with an overview of the past 10 years in post-disaster recovery. The
course will also provide insights into the lives of people actually affected by
the disasters in the form of recorded interviews.

Intercultural Co-Learning |

Method of
Instruction

Intercultural Co (Collaborative) Learning, or ICL, is a type of class that aims
to foster mutual understanding among students from different linguistic and
cultural backgrounds through meaningful interaction, commonly in the form of
collaborative learning experiences such as groupwork and projects. It
simultaneously stimulates acceptance of others and introspection, resulting in
an integrated process leading to the generation of new values.

ICLs go beyond merely gathering diverse students together to listen to
lectures in the same class. By making students collaborate to achieve
common goals, ICLs develop the ability to voluntarily accept diversity while
encountering active learning opportunities that encourage them to reassess
their own value systems.

In this course, projects associated with the Our Fukushima project will be
assigned by the instructor. The actual running and planning of the projects
will be left to the students taking this course. The course will be instructed
using English and will consist of both international and Japanese students.
The role of the instructor will be to facilitate and guide the students to
complete their project work. Course content will be reliant on students
meeting outside of classroom hours and conducting the assigned tasks
together. Many weeks will therefore be flipping the classroom —i.e, the main
focus will be on outside of class work, while the class itself will be used
merely as an opportunity for discussion.

This course is a project-based course relying heavily on group project work
between Japanese and foreign students. Students will be assigned
projects to complete that are associated with the Our Fukushima Project
during the time of the course. Students will be evaluated for their group
work, time spent on each project, and final product content. Class content
and project direction will be decided by mutual agreement amongst
students taking the course. In groups of 4-5, students will choose a topic
related to the ‘future direction and design of SNS content’ by the Our
Fukushima Project, via gathering analytical information, collaboratively
identifying problems/challenges, and formulating some recommendations.
Students will be evaluated for their group contributions, time spent on
each project, and final product. Project content will be decided by mutual
agreement amongst students taking the course.

Goals

More than ten years have passed since the March 11th disasters, yet the
impact of the Fukushima Daiichi Nuclear Power Plant accident continues to
affect the image of Fukushima around the world. Concerns, often
unsubstantiated, about radioactive contamination and decommissioning of
the nuclear power plant continue to bedevil efforts made to recover
Fukushima's global reputation.

This course is designed for Japanese and international students wishing to
learn how to communicate post-disaster challenges being faced in
Fukushima to the world. The course will specifically address commonly
misunderstood facts and topics related to Fukushima's current situation, and
enable students to use factual-based logic to understand and answer
questions such as:

"Why is it safe to be living in Fukushima City?"

"What are the differences between the Fukushima and Chernobyl
accidents?"

" Will the Daiichi Nuclear Power Plant contaminate the Pacific Ocean?"

Standards situation found in media reports.

All humans can learn any language as a native tongue. For this reason, the most central hypothesis in current syntactic research is
that all languages share abstract syntactic principles. The first goal of syntactic ir 1s is to discover whether
syntactic principles are shared in this sense and what kind of principles are shared this way. The second goal is to understand how
these principles allow for variation among languages and how syntactic variables are connected. This leads to a general theory of
syntax for natural languages.

This course involves hands-on comparative syntactic research. Against the background of the existing literature, we will compare the
clause structure of Japanese and of the native languages of the students in this course (or languages that you are working on). You
will make a brief oral report on your findings. When time permits, | will try to provide students with more background knowledge or
to dig deeper into the topic.

When you have completed this course, you are able to:
Report and discuss orally and in writing on the most important questions, findings and theories in comparative syntactic research.
Use the most relevant methods and data collections for comparative research.
Carry out your own comparative syntactic research, including a presentation and writing of an essay.
