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In this course, students will learn the basics of Chinese pronunciation, Chinese chracters (Hanzi), grammar, and essential
conversational expressions. These aspects will be studies through comparison with Japanese and English from various linguistic
perspective, such phonology and morphology.

We will compare English phonemes (vowels and consonants), the Romaji representation of Japanese syllabary, and the finals (vowels)



and initials (consonants) of Chinese Pinyin. Attention will be directed towards the differences in the number of phonemes, focusing on the
differences in syllable strutures. Students will be introduced to the diversity of English syllables, the ambiguity of segmentation, and the
stress-timed rhythm. Comparatively, they will explore Japanese mora-timed rhythm (isochrony) and the relationship with Chinese tones
through varions activities. Regarding vocabulary, since approximately half of modern Japanese common vocabulary consists of Chinese
loanwords, and about half of these share similar meanings and usages, the positive and negative trasfer of knowledge from Japanese to
Chinese significantly influences its overall acquisiton. We will introduce a large number of vocabulary examples to highligh the differences
in semantic range, usage domains, and collocations between overlapping words, focusing on their impact on the comprehension.
