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The aim of this course is to nurture intercultural communication abilities and teamwork. Through free expression and careful listening, students will experience
"Meaningful Interaction" in multicultural and multilingual communication. The theme of this course is "En" (#&). Students will explore various "En" related to
Fukushima, both inside and outside the prefecture, such as historical, economic, and interpersonal relationships. Students will select some of these "En" and form
groups to use as themes for presentation projects. They will create content in line with this theme and disseminate it to the world through "Our Fukushima," a series
of social media channels operated by international students of this university. The collaborative work toward the final presentation requires teamwork, division of
labor, communication and mutual understanding between different cultural backgrounds. In order to find the "En" that will be the topic, it is necessary to research
various aspects of Fukushima, and by sharing with their peers, a comprehensive understanding of Fukushima will be deepened.

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As the class is conducted in English, the content and pace will be adjusted sequentially according to the language level of the participants.
